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Previous Meeting & Minutes: 


Agreed by those that attended previous meeting that minutes were a true reflection of meeting held, with the exception of Steve Cook’s list of actions which are also to include that he will provide wet weather option, lorry to house competition entries and that Steve would be happy to do any announcing on the day.  As far as action points from the previous meeting:

· Elizabeth advised that she had enquired about insurance, but we needed to further clarify exactly what we would be doing so that we covered all aspects (i.e. band has no insurance or heavy duty electric cable)  This was further discussed at the meeting and Elizabeth is going back to the insurance company based on discussions.  At the moment the quote looks like it will be in the region of £130.00

· Annie has already put an advertisement in the Towers & Spires, which is yet to be published, but advises that we are “hoping to provide music, entertainment and picnic”


Following discussions the following have reported back or volunteered to do the following:

Maggie Ashcroft advised that she had the old village May Pole and that she would like to get this repaired and would this be considered one of the events on the day.  All agreed that although not May Day it would be good to have and that we would be happy to help towards repair costs.  Full cost could be in the region of £125 so we would need to be sure we could cover costs with funds available.  Updates will be given at next meeting..  Elizabeth Nobel has advised that she has May Pole music and dances.


Jane Ramsey & Jenny Ricketts have agreed to do some sort of children’s competition, which would have to be fair and the prize proportionate to the effort that the children will be putting into competition.  At this stage, although Annie’s advert in the Tower & Spires advises competitions for all, it was discussed that this may not be practical and that further discussions would be needed at the next meeting.  Steve has advised that he would be happy to provide rosettes for children’s races and competitions.

Elizabeth Nobel advised that although we have booked the band, and that they are going to charge £250.00, there are issues around their insurance (lack of) and ability to perform using electric.  The band have also advised that they would prefer to perform on a “curtained lorry” and need heavy duty electric cabling to perform (neither of which they have).  All these issues need clearing up and Elizabeth is going to have a chat with Dave and get back to us.  Helena Quincey, is going to see if a friend of hers can get the requested lorry type.

Melanie James to write to Bob Hall to request use of field – this has now been done and permission has been granted.  Also if we are to use the May Pole on the day we may need to put something in the field to en-bed the pole.  The request has also been put to Bob Hall who has confirmed that The West Deeping Charities are happy for us to put the base for the May Pole in the Tinsley Playing Field .  What we need to discuss next time is positioning

Jean Stowe has been approached to do a trail/quiz round the wildflower area in the field, which she has agreed to do.  Further updates as to what Jean proposes to do will be given in later meetings.

All advised that they wanted the Jubilee Fund to keep going as long as objectives were made clear and that it should be noted that this was a Community Social Fund.  

Funding – We currently have in excess of £680 in the fund, however costs to hold the event could use up most of this (band, insurance, entertainment licence, may pole etc) and that we should hold Tombola/Raffle on the day to generate money for further events.  Also once fund is noted on website and the village are aware of purpose and existence, that the Quiz Night surplus should once again be paid into the fund, again to help for further events. As of 28/3/08 David James has now put full details on the West Deeping Website, which includes the Jubilee Funds objectives, current cash balance, and what we have done to date
