Minutes; The minutes of the previous meeting held on November 17th 2009 were read, approved and signed.

Matters arising; Mrs June Thomas will pursue the matter of roller shutters for the kitchen. Mr David James is in the process of looking into improved lighting for the hall. The Diocese of Lincoln has been denied their application to take title to the hall & house by means of a Sect. 554 Order. The Parish Council will be inviting residents to their next meeting on February 15th to discuss the future of the Educational Foundation. The fence to the northern boundary has not yet been dealt with and the Secretary will pursue the contractor. Security lighting has been installed. Mrs June Thomas will pursue the matter of erecting a finger sign on our frontage which is expected to be cheaper than asking Highways to do it. Mother & Baby group was discussed and Mrs Liz Noble agreed to keep a watching brief on the matter.

Correspondence;  Rural Links was passed around as were details concerning Bourne group Village Hall cluster meetings.
Treasurer; The Treasurer reported a balance of £6328.87.  Security lighting cost £494.28. Gas supply now agreed with Shell Business and Electric with EDF.

Chairman; Mrs Grace Marsden – no comment.

 Any other business; A large number of half used raffle books belonging to the Church will be passed to Mrs Liz Noble. Christmas Bingo raised a disappointing £46. Attendance is down and it was provisionally agreed to hold a reduced number of meetings. The Secretary raised the issue of the number of different risk assessments and policies that Government was requiring, the latest being a Safeguarding policy. These are quite demanding on a small volunteer group such as our Committee. He agreed to pass the Safeguarding issue to Mrs Liz Noble and Mrs Nicky Bowling for them to have a look at and report back.
Mrs Liz Noble raised the matter of kitchen facilities and a lengthy discussion concluded with the view that a small refrigerator would be a useful asset and the Secretary agreed to price this up and report back.

The next meeting & AGM was arranged for Monday April 19th 2010.

There being no other business the Chairman declared the meeting closed at 8.55 pm.
